Uniform:


The following is the statement you all signed at the end of the registration form when you registered your child in St. Joseph’s.


‘ I have read the School Information Booklet and I undertake to support, co-operate and carry out St. Joseph’s School Policy and Code of Good Practice in the interest of  and welfare of the whole school community.   My child will wear the school uniform and on P.E. days will wear the school tracksuit.   I further undertake to change the details on this form if and when the need arises’.


Please comply with this rule.    We only allow tracksuits on a regular basis in Infants and Senior Infants.    Otherwise, it’s full school uniforms every day with school tracksuit on P.E. days.





Jewellery:   The following is the extract from page 22 of the School Information Booklet -


Pupils are not allowed to wear studs or earrings in school.    There is also a Health & Safety issue here for children when they are out playing together.
