Grant Towards the Purchase of Books:   If you filled up the form in June and applied for the book grant, please call into the school and see Mrs. Clune to arrange collection of same.    We will process claims until the end of September. 

Personal Insurance:    If you wish to avail of the personal insurance protection, the completed forms and remittance must be returned to the school no later than 30th September 2002. This scheme is 

administered by the Parents’ Council.

New Building:   As most of you know by now our new building is now going ahead with the official announcement and advertisement for same appearing in the Wicklow People in July.    This is great news for this and future generations in Templerainey.

Entry:   Entry to the school is through the two official gates at the front and side of the school.    Since the beginning of the school year  some children were coming in over the wall.    We even saw parents walking children along the wall and then letting them jump in.   This is highly dangerous and cannot be allowed to continue.
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We do not collect steel cans such as dog food, cat food, fish cans etc. ,  neither do we collect plastic bottles or milk containers or newspapers or glass bottles. Plastic bottles and newspapers can be recycled by Noble Waste who collect at the side of Petitt’s   on Wexford Road on second and last Saturday of each month.   We have even found household rubbish in dark plastic bags dumped over the school wall on a few occasions.

We started this recycling as an environmental issue but it is now  costing the school money to dispose of all the rubbish we are getting in each week.    Our school bins are filled with household rubbish while we have to use plastic sacks to put out the ordinary waste materials generated by the school.   

Please help us out here and use recycling facilities  in town.  I know it is just  a misunderstanding by some people.

Benches:   In the next phase of the school development we will be installing quite a lot of new furniture in the school over the next few weeks.

There will be a lot of the old school desks available at €10 each.   If you are interested in one for your child please contact Teresa in the office.    You will have to arrange collection yourselves and as they are sold on a ‘no return’ basis please examine the desks before purchase and make sure you are happy with them.

Labels:   Please ensure all your children’s ties, jumpers and coats are labelled with name and class.    It helps a lot when clothes are lost or mislaid to return them quickly to their owners.

School Books & Bags:   Please ensure that all your children’s books are properly covered and that their names & classes are on them.

Staff Meeting:  There will be a Staff Meeting on Friday 27th September and school will close at 12 noon  on that day.

Mid Term Break:   The School will close on Friday October 25th at 3 p.m. and re-open on Monday November 4th at 9.20 a.m. 

Your full sheet of school holidays for the year will be issued in the first week of October.

Uniform:   
Please ensure your child wears the school uniform to school or the school tracksuit on P.E. day.    We do not allow children wear tracksuits or caps supporting various football teams and clubs.   In the past we have seen children jeered at or bullied because of their support for particular clubs.   This is a strict rule agreed by staff, Board of Management and Parents’ Council.  The full school uniform also involves wearing black shoes.   Only Infants and Senior Infants are allowed a choice of wearing the school

tracksuit full time.

We hope the coming school year will be a happy one for you all.
